QUIETING YOUR CYCLONE DUST COLLECTOR
By Dave Breen (Winner of this Monthodés Newsl e

After installing a dust collector (similar to the one shown in issue 198, page 58) to protect my lungs, | had to make some
changes to protect my ears. | reduced the noise level from 90 DBA to 64 DBA with the project described below.

My solution: A low cost cabinet that blocks noise but allows easy access to the dust collector. Rather than use expensive
materials that were designed for the noise reduction industry, | used common building materials. | needed all panels to be
heavy, available and inexpensive. Here are some of the materials | considered.

MATERIAL APPROX. WEIGHT PER SQUARE FOOT
2" Wallboard 2.0
%" Particle Board 2.0
%, Particle Board 3.0
2" OSB (Oriented Strand Board) 1.6
19/32” OSB 2.1
2" Plywood 1.6
%" Plywood 2.3
2" MDF 2.5
%" MDF 3.75

The top choice was 1/2” wallboard but | was making the cabinet right after Hurricane Katrina occurred and the price of
wallboard was very high. Finally, Home Depot ran a sale on 19/32 OSB so that is what | used.

Then, my design had to allow for easy access, air flow, and of course, noise reduction. Here is a top view sketch.

Building an enclosure using only solid material will not noticeably reduce the noise. The sound waves inside the cabinet
will reflect off the walls and amplify so that the noise level outside of the cabinet will still be loud. Therefore the noise must
be absorbed rather than reflected. To accomplish this, I lined the cabinet with inexpensive fiberglass insulation. On the
walls, | placed R-13 household insulation with the paper toward the outside. On the doors, | found some 1” thick fiber that
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is used for stuffing quilts. Expensive foam materials are made especially for noise reduction duty but they are only a little
more effective than common household products.

To allow air to escape from the cabinet quietly, | used a “labyrinth seal”. Air must travel a circuitous path to get out of the
cabinet. Sound waves are absorbed and do not accompany the air.

For easy access, | fabricated folding doors that when open allow full access to the cabinet. The heavy duty hardware for
the doors was from Johnson Hardware. (www.johnsonhardware.com). Their 200FD series will support panels up to 125
Ibs. each. The door panels use common 2 x 4s for the stiles and rails and 19/32 OSB for inserted panels. To dress them
up, | also used some V4" plywood. Then | finished the doors with Deft. As heavy as the doors are, they glide open and
closed smoothly and easily.

Here are some pictures of the cabinet.

Doors closed, carpet on doors helps seal Doors are shown partially open. Note the extension hose on
bottom. the bottom of the cyclone to accommodate its raised height.
Doors are 8’ high, Cabinet is 10’- 4” high. This is a 9” dia. clear hose from Oneida industries. It allows

me to roll the dust container out easily. Yellow R-13 insulation
can be seen behind the dust collector.

Lastly, here is a picture of a left over 2 x 4 rail like the ones used on the doors. The slot accommodates sandwiched 19/32
OSB and 74" plywood.
